Regulations, Care Guidelines, and Code of Show 
Ring Ethics. 

2. An “Animal Owner or Caretaker’s Verification of 
Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationship” form 
must accompany each exhibition animal and must 
be submitted to the Show supervisors upon arrival 
at the Fairgrounds and before any animals can be 
unloaded from trailers/trucks.   

3. Each exhibitor is limited to two (2) entries in 
any one class, unless otherwise noted. 

 

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS 

 
1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued 

within the thirty (30) days prior to the opening 
date of the exhibition. 
 

2. Individual official animal identification is 
recommended.  Official ID includes a USDA 
issued metal ear tag; a breed registration tattoo 
if the tattoo is legible and if a registration 
certificate (copy acceptable) or a Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection which lists the tattoo and 

registry accompanies the animal at all times 
during transport from the premises of birth; or a 
Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) tag (2008) 
 

3. Cattle showing evidence of contagious, infectious, 
or external parasitic disease, including any visible 
signs of ringworm, warts, lice and mange, will NOT 
be allowed entrance into the show. 
 

4. For Pennsylvania cattle, NO tuberculosis test and 
NO brucellosis test is required. 
 

5. PA Cattle Vaccination Requirements: 
 

a. Vaccinations against rabies, IBR, PI3, BRSV 
and BVD are recommended.   

b. All drug and vaccine label directions must be 
followed, including but not limited to milk and 
slaughter withdrawal periods.  The final dose 
of vaccine must be administered at least 
fifteen (15) days prior to entry into the 
exhibition. 

c. Hyperimmune serum may not be used as a 
substitute for the above vaccination 
recommendation.
